Heart-Shaped Fireworks
Free Crochet Pattern

Abbreviations

MR = Magic Ring
Rnd = Round
SC = Single Crochet
HDC = Half Double Crochet
DC = Double Crochet
INC = Increase (2 Single Crochets in the same stitch)
DEC= Decrease SC (Crochet 2 Single Crochets together)
CH = Chain
ST / STS = Stitch / Stitches
SL ST = Slip Stitch
FLO = Front Loops Only
BLO = Back Loops Only
FO = Fasten Off

Materials You’ll Need

Hooks: Crochet hook that is convenient for you when using such kind of
yarn. I used B / 2.00 mm hook.
Yarn weight: 2 Fine / Sport (1.41oz / 40g, 140yds / 128m)
Amount of yarn needed: 20 grams
Stuffing
Stitch marker
Sewing needle



Red Heart
Use Red yarn.

Part 1

Rnd 1: 6 SC in magic ring [6]

Rnd 2: 6 INC [12]

Rnd 3: (INC, SC) x6 [18]

Rnd 4-5: 18 SC [18], 2 rounds

Fasten off

Part 2

Rnd 1: 6 SC in magic ring [6]

Rnd 2: 6 INC [12]

Rnd 3: (INC, SC) x6 [18]

Rnd 4-5: 18 SC [18], 2 rounds

Rnd 6: Insert the hook to any stitch of Part 1, crochet 18 SC in Part 1, and

continue to crochet 18 SC in Part 2 [36]

Rnd 7: 36 SC [36]

Rnd 8: DEC, 14 SC, 2 DEC, 14 SC, DEC [32]

Rnd 9: DEC, 12 SC, 2 DEC, 12 SC, DEC [28]

Rnd 10: DEC, 10 SC, 2 DEC, 10 SC, DEC [24]

Rnd 11: DEC, 8 SC, 2 DEC, 8 SC, DEC [20]

Rnd 12: DEC, 6 SC, 2 DEC, 6 SC, DEC [16]

Rnd 13: DEC, 4 SC, 2 DEC, 4 SC, DEC [12] Stuff the heart

Rnd 14: DEC, 2 SC, 2 DEC, 2 SC, DEC [8]

Rnd 15: 4 DEC [4]

Fasten off



Fireworks
Small Fireworks (make 6)

Rnd 1: 6 SC in magic ring [6]

Rnd 2: (INC, SC) x3 [9]

Rnd 3: DEC, 5 SC, DEC [7]

Rnd 4: DEC, 3 SC, DEC [5]

Rnd 5: DEC, 3 SC [4]

Rnd 6-9: 4 SC [4], 4 rounds

Medium Fireworks (make 10)

Rnd 1: 6 SC in magic ring [6]

Rnd 2: (INC, SC) x3 [9]

Rnd 3: DEC, 7 SC [8]

Rnd 4: DEC, 6 SC [7]

Rnd 5: DEC, 5 SC [6]

Rnd 6: DEC, 4 SC [5]

Rnd 7-10: 5 SC [5], 4 rounds

Large Fireworks (make 6)

Rnd 1: 8 SC in magic ring [8]

Rnd 2: (3 SC, INC) x2 [10]

Rnd 3: 10 SC [10]

Rnd 4: DEC, 8 SC [9]

Rnd 5: 9 SC [9]

Rnd 6: DEC, 7 SC [8]

Rnd 7: DEC, 6 SC [7]

Rnd 8: DEC, 5 SC [6]

Rnd 9: DEC, 4 SC [5]

Rnd 10: DEC, 3 SC [4]

Rnd 11-13: 4 SC [4], 3 rounds

Tip: Use different lengths and colors for added dimension and flair.

Assemble Your Fireworks

Once all the strands are attached, your heart-shaped fireworks are ready! If you’d

like to turn this into a cute crochet pattern free keychain, attach a keyring to the top

of the heart using a sturdy slipknot or jump ring.
